CFC Update-California Film & Television Jobs Act 4.0
Here’s the update on California Film Commission (CFC) projects coming soon as
reported to the Membership last week.




Since launching in July, the program has allocated credits to 74 projects,
supporting an estimated 15,400 cast and crew. Roughly, 33 projects are expected
to begin in 2025 and 41 in 2026, primarily early in the year.

But wait there’s more. The CFC has also conducted 18 listening sessions focused
on large competition shows and animation. This is an important and vital
improvement to the program. The regulatory timeline for those categories is as
follows:

Nov 15: Draft regulations released for stakeholder review

Dec 23: Emergency regulations go into effect

Jan 1: Animation and large competition shows become eligible

July 1: Final regulations adopted

animation.
